A. Drill 7/16" (1Tmm) diameter hole through structural beam. Insert threaded rod through hole in beam. Rod is furnished
standard 6" (150mm) length. Longer rods should be purchased locally if required.

Place a bevel washer and lock washer over rod. Screw on one hex nut.
Install second hex nut against bottom of beam and tighten.

Install spacer, shoe retainer, flat washer, and a third hex nut. Make sure shoe retainer is in proper position to accept
shoe (see Fig. 10a for proper shoe retainer position).
